The Cincinnati USA Regional Chamber’s Policy and Ballot Issues Committee, a group of bipartisan local business leaders, was formed in order to review proposed general election ballot issues and referenda in order to recommend positions of support or opposition to the Chamber Board.  As a part of the review process, the Committee will first determine if the ballot issue is relevant to Chamber membership based on the following criteria:

· Regional in Nature - The issue affects the Cincinnati USA region as a whole.

· Consistent with the Chamber’s Mission - The issue affects the ability of the Cincinnati USA region to capture its place as one of the world’s favorite American business centers.

· Significant Impact on Community - The issue impacts the competitiveness, growth and vibrancy of the Cincinnati USA Region.

· Good Governance - The issue significantly impacts the local representative form of government and/or impedes the ability of local elected officials to appropriately manage policy decisions.

Once an issue is determined relevant, the Committee will perform a more thorough analysis of the ballot issue.  The Committee has determined a list of core documentation requested to assist in their determination.  Please return the requested documentation attached to this Issue Support Form. 
1. Organizational Annual Report – Organizations often release annual reports or other formal reporting documentation that might be required by financial supporters or auditors.  
2. Hamilton County Tax & Levy Review Report – The Hamilton County Tax & Levy Review Committee (TLRC) reviews each levy prior to the placement of the issue on the ballot.  As a result, the TLRC publishes a report covering a review of the organization’s management, operations, and finances.

3. Other Independent Review Reports – Any other independent review that is relative to the proposed ballot issue. 

4. Economic Impact – Indicate the number of jobs created and retained as a direct result of the proposed ballot issue. 

5. Regional Comparison – Show how similar initiatives or programs are funded in other communities.

For an issue to be considered for support, the attached issue sheet must be completed and submitted.  Follow-up contact will be made with organizations fully completing an issue form. Applicants with ballot issues meeting the above criteria will be invited to a meeting to discuss their issue.
